· The I-Movie must contain the following information: 
· What is the background of the conflict that led the genocide to occur? 
· Where did the genocide take place? 
· When did the genocide take place? 
· What is the root/cause of the conflict that led to the genocide?
· Which groups were involved in the genocide?
· Perpetrators – What was their motive? 
· Victims – Why were they chosen? 
· What was the ultimate death toll?
· What methods were used to carry out the genocide? 
· What effect did the genocide have on society (people/groups)? 
· How was the genocide resolved? (If it is ongoing, describe the current state of the genocide)
· The I-Movie must contain the following visual and technical aspects: 
· Voice-Over Narration (may be accompanied by minimal captions is necessary) 

· Background Music 

· A minimum of 10 relevant visual images, including a map of the location of the genocide 

· Citations for images and information
